In June 2002, The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) determined
that no significant soil contamination exists a the Campbell Soup Company site
(Site), therefore, no further remedia action is required.

The 120-acre Site, which is located at 6200 Franklin Boulevard, Sacramento,
Cadlifornia, has been used since 1947 for the manufacturing of canned soups, sauces,
and juices. DTSC conducted an environmental assessment of the Site and determined
that 0.45-acres needed further investigation. In January 2001, the Campbell Soup
Company and DTSC entered into a Corrective Action Consent Agreement to conduct
an investigation of the 0.45 acres.  The investigation determined that low levels of
benzene, toluene, and m, p-xylenes (BTEX compounds) were present in the soil.
BTEX compounds are suspected or known cancer causing agents.

In February 2002, DTSC requested that additional soil and soil gas data be collected
and analyzed to ensure that benzene levels are a a level which is protective of
human hedlth. The additiona sampling activitieswere conducted from March through
April 2002 in accordance with a DTSC approved workplan. The findings of the
additional sampling were submitted to DTSC in a Supplemental Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act Investigation report (RFI) in mid-April 2002.

After extensive review of the Supplementa RFI report, DTSC determined that no
significant soil contamination exists at the 0.45 acre Site, and that the Campbell Soup
Company hasfulfilled dl of the obligations outlined in the Corrective Action Consent
Agreement.
