Therefore we are requiring Boeing to submit, but not be limited to the following
information with each Group RFI Report submitted for our review:

1) Historical records and documentation of all activities associated with each Solid
Waste Management Unit (SWMU) and Area of Concern (AOC). This would
include any primary historical records that list or describe any known and/or
suspected chemicals stored, handled or released in the study area.

2) All supporting historical information related to the RFI report study area, including
but not limited to photographs, drawings, invoices, manifests, memorandums,
tabulations, lists and any other records regarding the operations, the types and
sources of chemicals that may have been handled or released in the study areas.

3) An explanation of the rationale for the development of the RFI report based an
evaluation of all records identified in items 1 through 2, above.
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4) Documents are to be submitted in an electronic format with electronic reference
list (searchable by key word) with summaries of the contents of each document.

5) Demonstrate and certify that Boeing has conducted a reasonable search for the
documents detailed above. Boeing shall include a signed copy of the attached
Signature and Certification sheet to certify a reasonable search was completed
for each RFI Group Report.
