FOR PROPOSED REMOVAL ACTION WORKPLAN FOR  

United Alloys Site, Los Angeles, CA 
 

 

 

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: May 29th, 2014 to June 28th, 2014 
 
WHAT IS BEING PROPOSED - The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) invites the public to review and comment 
on a proposed cleanup plan for the United Alloys Inc. property located at 900 East Slauson Avenue in Los Angeles (site). Los Angeles 
Academy Middle School is located about 450 feet northwest of the site. The proposed cleanup plan, called a draft Removal Action 
Workplan (RAW), addresses soil contaminated with Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), predominately tetrachloroethene (PCE) and 
trichloroethene (TCE). The draft RAW, if approved proposes a cleanup technology known as Soil Vapor Extraction (SVE) to reduce 
VOCs found in soil. Under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), DTSC prepared a Notice of Exemption (NOE) that 
indicates why the proposed RAW activities will not have a significant negative effect on the environment. There is no immediate health 
risk, however, DTSC recommends a cleanup plan be developed and implemented to ensure on-site worker, school faculty, staff, 
students, and the public are not exposed to the contaminated soil.  
 
SITE HISTORY: The site occupies about 68,000 square feet, about half of which is occupied by a warehouse and operations building. 
The site was owned by Goodyear Tire and Rubber Company between 1920 and 1928. Between 1928 and 1969, various individuals, 
investment companies, and financial companies owned the site. From 1969 to 1972, two chemical companies leased the site that 
distributed solvents and petroleum products to other businesses. These products were offloaded via rail car and stored in tanks on the 
property. Releases likely occurred through leaks and spills in the tanks, piping and transfer operations. These tanks were removed in 
1980 when United Alloys, Inc. purchased site. United Alloys, Inc. has owned and operated the site since 1980. United Alloys, Inc. 
conducted receiving, sorting, stripping, crushing, processing and re-sale of aerospace metal alloys such as zirconium, nickel, titanium and 
cobalt. Current site operations are conducted above ground and on paved areas. Historic and current operations have resulted in the 
releases of VOCs (including PCE and TCE) into soils and groundwater beneath the site. This groundwater is not used for drinking 
water. Groundwater has been and will continue to be evaluated under DTSC oversight. 
 
HOW CAN I PARTICIPATE? – DTSC wants to know what you think of the draft RAW. The 30-day public comment period begins 
May 29th, and ends June 28th, 2014. All public comments must be postmarked or e-mailed no later than June 28th, 2014, and 
sent to: Robert Krug, DTSC Project Manager, 9211 Oakdale Avenue, Chatsworth, CA 91311-6520.
