Start of 5-YEAR REVIEW for the  
Mercury Dry Cleaners Environmental Clean up 

2714 Pinole Valley Road, Pinole, California 
 

The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) is conducting a Five-Year Review for Mercury Dry Cleaners, 
located in the Pinole Valley Shopping Center, in a mixed residential and commercial area of Pinole.  The Site is 
bounded to the north and northwest by a California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) right-of-way 
(Interstate 80 east, Pinole Valley Road off-ramp), to the east by Pinole Valley Road, to the southeast by adjacent 
commercial properties, and to the west and southwest by Pinole Creek. 

The purpose of the Five-Year Review is to evaluate the performance of previously approved and implemented 
cleanup activities to ensure that the cleanup remedy remains protective of human health and the environment.  If a 
remedy is found to be no longer protective, DTSC will recommend actions to correct any deficiencies as part of the 
Five-Year Review.  This Five-Year Review is being conducted to meet the statutory requirements under CERCLA 
§121(c). The DTSC anticipates that the final draft of the five-year report document will be available to the public in 
October 2018. 

Environmental cleanup activities were completed on April 9, 2008. These activities included excavation, offsite 
disposal of soil contaminated with various solvents, the addition of a chemical oxidant, and the addition of a 
compound to break down the solvent contaminants in the soil and groundwater.  Periodic activities at the site 
include periodic groundwater monitoring until it was discontinued in 2014 under DTSC approval.  

The results of the last Five-Year Review conducted in 2012 showed that the remedies were protective of human 
health and the environment. As per recommendations of the 2012 Five-Year Review, land use restrictions were 
placed on the property to prohibit residential use and the use of groundwater at the site.
