The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC)
isapart of the California Environmental Protection
Agency. DTSC oversees soil and groundwater
investigations at proposed new or expanding school
sites, and eval uates property for potential hazardous
materials or contamination that may pose arisk to
school children, thestaff or faculty. If contaminationis
found, DTSC overseesthe cleanup of the property.

Why Cleanup Is Necessary

Thereisnoimmediate hedth risk becausethepublicis
not exposed to the contaminated soil. However,
because exposureto elevated levelsof TPH, VOCs,
metals, and lead contamination can causeadversehedth
effects, DT SC recommended that the school district
prepare acleanup plan to remove and dispose of the
contaminated soil to protect the future occupants at
thenew school. DTSC will overseetheremoval action
that will take place prior to construction of the new
school andwill ensurethat itisperformedinamanner
that does not harm peopl e or the environment.

History and Operations at site

Thesitewasformerly occupied by singleand multi-
family residences, aswell as numerous businesses
including vehiclerepair and salvage, recycling yards,
towing, storage, rubber productsfabrication, furniture
manufacturing, a small hamburger eatery, a bar/
restaurant, and aconvenience store. A Pacific Electric
Railway right-of-way and two railroad tracks passed
through aportion of thesteinthe 1920sbut havesince
been covered with asphalt. In addition, two inactive
ExxonMobil pipeinesarel ocated withinthenorth-south
alley behind the properties one block east of South
Central Avenue. Thetwoidle ExxonMobil pipelines
are scheduled for removal in September 2007 under
the oversight of Los Angeles County. DTSC will
provideoversight of thesoil that isgenerated fromthe
pipeineremoval.

Lead occursnaturaly in Southern Californiasoils. In
addition, lead is used in various manufacturing
processes and was used in paint until 1978, when
federal lawschanged torestrict itsuse. The elevated
levelsfound at thissite may haveresulted fromtheuse
of lead-based paint on the buildings. The sources of
other metals, VOCs, and TPH arebelieved tobefrom
historic and current industrial and pipeline operations
atthedite.

Environmental Investigations

Severd Steinvestigationshave been conducted since
2005. The investigation found that 10 commercial/

industrial areasand 31 residential parcelshaveeevated
levels of metals (including lead and arsenic), VOCs,
and/or TPH inthesoil and PCE inthe soil gas.

Proposed Cleanup Options

The following remedial action alternatives were
consdered for theshallow soil contaminated with metals
and TPH withinthe Commercia Area, H.C. Lien Rubber
Area, GageParcel, and Residentia Area:

Alternative1— NoAction
Alternative2— Containment through Surface Capping
Alternative 3— Excavation and Offsite Disposal

Theremedid action dternativesconsidered for theVOC
andvolatile TPH-contaminated soil underlyingthestein
the PipelineAssessment Areaand the PCE-contaminated
soil gaswithinthe Gage Parcel Areaare:

Alternative1— NoAction

Alternative2— Excavation and Offste Disposa
(Traditiona Method)

Alternative 3— Excavation and Offsite Disposal
(Large-Diameter Auger Method)

Alternative4— In-Situ Soil Vapor Extraction
and Treatment

Based on careful analysisof the options, Excavationand
Offsite Disposal using traditional methods are
recommended because it protects human health and
theenvironment, ispermanent, and hasareasonable cost.
Detalsof eech of theremedid actiondternativesarelisted
in Section 4 of the Draft RAP.

Proposed Plan

If Alternative 3 isselected, the contaminated soil will
be dug out using a backhoe, bulldozer, shovels or
other types of earth moving equipment, as necessary
to a depth of about 55 feet. The soil will be either
temporarily stockpiled or loaded directly onto trucks.
About 78,854 cubic yards (118,282 tons) of soil will be
excavated and taken off-site for disposal to a State
approved/licensed facility. After the contaminated soil
isremoved, confirmation soil sampleswill betakento
verify that the clean up goa saremet. Thecleanup process
isexpected to take about five monthsto compl ete.

Safety & Dust Control during Cleanup

Thefollowing actionswill beimplemented during this
processto ensure public safety and minimizedust:

[ ] Ingtaling temporary fencing withwindscreensfor
security and dust control
[ ] Driving all vehiclesat dow speedswhileonthe

property




[ ] Spraying of work areaswith clean water to
control dust

[ | Securing truckswith coversbeforethey leave
thesite

[ | Brushingtiresof trucksenteringand exiting the
siteto remove soilsand debris

[ | Monitoring the air at the site to ensure the
amount of dust staysat safelevels

Proposed Transportation Route for Trucks

About 5,000 truckloadswill be used to removethe
contaminated soil from the site. Excavation will be
conducted between 7:00 AM to 6:00 PM Monday
though Saturday. Truckswill enter thesitefrom South
Central Avenueand/or East GageAvenue. Tominimize
potential impactson thelocal neighborhood, trucks
will leavethe site by taking Central north, to Slauson
Avenueand enter the 110 Freeway north. Thesoil will
betransported to a State-approved disposal facility.

California Environmental Quality Act
IncompliancewiththeCdiforniaEnvironmenta Quality
Act (CEQA), DTSC hasprepared adraft Initial Study
and adraft Negative Declaration for thisproject. The
Initial Study statesthat the proposed cleanup will not
haveasdgnificant negative effect on human healthand
the environment because of the defined amount of
contaminated soil to be removed, and the controlled
way inwhich the contaminated soilswill be dug out,
loaded onto trucks and taken away to an approved/
permitted facility for lawful disposal.

Next Steps

At the close of the Public Comment Period, DTSC
will review and congder dl publiccommentsand make
any necessary revisonsto thedraft RAP prior tofinal
approval. Also, aResponseto Comments Document
will be mailed to anyone who makesacomment and
providestheir nameand address. Thesoil removal is
expected to beginin October 2007. After the cleanup
process is completed, LAUSD will conduct
confirmation soil sampling to verify cleanup godshave
been met and submit aRemoval Action Completion
Report tothe DTSC for review and approval.
