Annual Hazardous Waste Summary Report 
Background:
In 1986, Assembly Woman Sally Tanner sponsored AB 2948, County Hazardous Waste Management Plans, which authorized a county, in lieu of preparing the hazardous waste portion of a County Solid Waste Management Plan, to adopt a county hazardous waste management plan.  The then Department of Health Services, Hazardous Waste Management Unit was required to provide generator information to assist the Counties in preparing these management plans.  This became known as the Tanner Report.  This report consisted of summary information of hazardous waste generators with waste stream and county information.  Additionally, reports were available from hazardous waste manifest data that provided more specific information on hazardous waste generators.  In 1995 the two reports were blended and the TanGen paper report was created which met the requirements of the original legislation and provided complete generator and receiving facility information.  Through use, the report became known simply as the Tanner Report.  The report is now called the HW Summary Report and is provided today on the DTSC Web Site and on CD.

The summary data is prepared from data extracted from the copies of uniformed hazardous waste manifests received each year by the Department of Toxic Substances Control.  The volume of manifests is typically 900,000-1,000,000 annually, representing approximately 450,000-500,000 shipments.  Data from continuation sheets, which represent just a few percent of the total volume, are not included at the present time. Data are extracted from Federal the manifests submitted without correction, and therefore may contain some invalid values for data elements.  

Per Health and Safety Code Section 25160 "Manifest" means a shipping document originated and signed by a generator of hazardous waste that contains all of the information required by the department and that complies with all applicable federal and state regulations.
"California Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest" means either of the following:
(A) A manifest document printed and supplied by the state for a shipment initiated on or before September 4, 2006.
	(B) The Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest printed by a source registered with the United States Environmental Protection Agency for a shipment initiated on or after September 5, 2006.

File Structure:

The summary data in the files are prepared from data extracted from the copies of CALIFORNIA hazardous waste manifests received each year by the Department of Toxic Substances Control.  Data from continuation sheets are not included at the present time, Also Out-of-State Manifests. (If California generator shipped hazardous waste to another state whom had their own manifest, the generator would use that state manifest.)
